« Applicants must have an earned baccalaureate degree from a
regionally accredited institution of higher education as verified by
an official transcript with at least a cumulative GPA of 3.0

« Applicants with a GPA lower than a 3.0 must submit a minimum GRE
composite score of 297

« Photocopy of ID, passport, or driver’s license

- Completion of a background check clearance from the Polk County
School Board (PCSB)*

« Résumé or CV of educational and work experience

- Personal statement of your expectations of a graduate program
to include personal and professional goals

« Personal interview
